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Making hen harrier finger puppets

For Session 2 each child will need a hen harrier finger puppet. There need to be the same number of male and female birds in the group for the activity to work well. 

You may use the outlines below to make the puppets or you may invent your own, more durable version.

Each child should colour and cut out a hen harrier outline.

Male hen harriers are grey with black wingtips and females are brown.

Fold on the dotted lines to shape the bird.

Attach to a band of paper to fit around your finger or, for a more substantial puppet, attach the paper bird to a lolly stick or a short piece of drinking straw.
