Activity 1 A hen harrier’s view

R & KS1

1. Map of the Forest of Bowland and hen harrier glove puppets ‘flying’ over. What will they see?

2. Match habitat labels to photographs/name the habitats – where are they?

3. Sort habitat photographs into groups e.g. wet/dry, natural/man-made, upland/lower land

4. Sort wild animal photographs into, for example, birds/others, furry/not furry, small/big.

5. Match the wild animals to their habitats.

6. Which habitat would you like to explore for real and why?

Which animal would you like to be and why?

What things must you have to live there? (Food, water, shelter, air, safety to rest/breed)

Does your habitat have everything that you need?

7. Draw a picture of your animal in its habitat.

KS2

1. Habitat photographs, habitat labels and wildlife photographs – discuss and match together. Where are the habitats on the aerial photographs?

3. Score a selection of six habitats according to your role and pair an L with a W to compare scores.

4. Find the group’s ‘Top Three Habitats’? How do we choose? Are any of the habitats less important than the others? Can we afford to lose any of the habitats?

Activity 2 Felt making

Use photographs to pick out colours of the Forest of Bowland.  Follow instructions to make your own felt then use this to make a "Bowland Landscape".
