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Activity 1
1. Recap habitats – match photographs of habitats and animals and identify what each animal needs in its habitat.

2. Use Bowland wildlife photos to illustrate:

Could an owl live where a frog lives?

Could a hedgehog live where a spider lives?

Could a hen harrier live where a ladybird lives?

3. Use hen harrier glove and finger puppets for food pass demonstration. 
(Males deliver food to females in a spectacular aerial "food pass".  As the male nears the nest he calls to the female who flies up to meet him.  The male will then either drop the food for the female to catch or, the female turns upside down beneath the male and takes the prey from his talons in mid-air.)

Activity 2 Why birds are like they are

1. Choose a selection of bird photographs and the corresponding habitat photographs.  Look at adaptations of the different birds.

2. Draw a new bird specially made to:

· Walk in deep mud

· Fly in between lots of trees

· Catch mice and frogs

· Eat bugs in dead trees

· Swim underwater
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Activity 1 Birds and their adaptations

1. Recap habitats of the Forest of Bowland.

2. Refer to list of different species of birds seen at school since Session 1.

3. Adaptations of birds seen. Label adaptations using photographs of relevant birds. (RSPB website is a good source of images.)
4. Photographs of key species in the Forest of Bowland. Use reference books to label according to adaptations – whiteboards and pens.

5. Hen harrier food pass demonstration with glove and finger puppets.

Activity 2 Design a Bowland Creature

1. Use writing frames (habitat, food, predator) to design a brand new, realistic creature on paper.

2. Make a plasticine model of the new creature and add natural materials.

3. Show and tell session.
