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How to make your own lapwing chick
1. On a piece of card draw round the inside and outside circles of the template and cut round the outside circle and carefully cut out the inner circle. Repeat with a second piece of card.

2. Put the two discs together, take a length of coloured wool, and wind round it round and through the centre evenly round the discs. Repeat with different coloured wools until the hole is too small for the wool to go through.

3. Cut a 1 cm wide x 20 cm strip of black card.

4. Using scissors carefully cut through the wool at the outer edge of the circle until you can separate the 2 discs of card. Then cut all the way round the circle between the two discs.

5. Fold the strip of black card in half and place the folded end between the discs so it touches the wool.

6. Take a short length of wool and wrap in round the wool and the black card between the discs several times. Pull tight and tie off firmly with a double knot.

7. Hold the two ends of the black card together and trim to about 6cms. Keep the left over pieces to make eyes. Make a pointy beak to stick out about 3cm beyond the discs.

8. Tear the cardboard discs away from the wool and fluff up your chick. Trim away any long bits of wool. Leave one strand longer.
9. Make eyes by cutting circles out of the left over black card and stick in place.

10. Write your initials on a sticky label and fold it over the long strand. 

Your lapwing chick has hatched!
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
