Activity 1 Find Your Flock

Copy the game cards as needed, cut them out and give them to the children.  Each different 
"bird" must then find others of the same kind by using its special "call". 

Activity 2 ‘Two Little Dickie Birds’

1. Revisit the simple map of the Forest of Bowland and the photographs of key species.

2. Act out ‘Two Little Dickie Birds’ rhyme with two finger puppets (or use the photos).
3. Show on the map where the key birds move to and explain when they move and why.

4. Drama in hall/large space – being the birds on their migrations.

Activity 3 Picture Postcards

1. Show and read out pretend postcards written by birds on their travels.

2. Ask ‘Which Bowland bird would you like to be and why?’

3. Children draw a postcard of their favourite bird – what is it and what did it see on its journey?

Activity 1 Bird Journeys

1. Refer to Forest of Bowland map and bird photographs.

2. Props in a bag – requirements for a long journey. (Rucksack, compass, water, food, map, warm clothes).  Compare this to birds migrating long distances.
3. Discuss the hazards birds face on their migrations.
4. Using the template, create a storyboard of a bird’s journey from the Forest of Bowland to its destination.

Activity 2 Migration Role-play
1. In pairs enact radio/video interviews, reporting on different bird journeys e.g. What are you? Where have you been? Why did you go? What happened to you on the way? Plus another question of choice.

Plenary

Show Power Point slides recapping the birds on their migrations.
